  Around the Archdiocese & World   
From the Archbishop's O ce….. 

On behalf of Archbishop Cordileone, I am pleased to forward you information on the consecration to be carried out 
by the Holy Father on Friday, March 25, starting at 5:00pm Rome time (9:00 am Pacific), including an invitation for 
all priests, religious and faithful to join in the act of consecration. 

Archbishop Cordileone is in Italy at this time and will be joining the act of consecration while there, thus he will not 
be gathering at St. Mary’s Cathedral.  One suggestion would be to invite the faithful to gather at your morning 
Masses on Friday to join you in praying the consecration after Mass.  

Archbishop Cordileone will later today release the following statement, which will be posted on the Archdiocese 
website, along with the Pope’s letter and the Act of Consecration.   

“I urge all of us, Catholics throughout the Archdiocese of San Francisco, to unite ourselves 
in prayer with Pope Francis as he consecrates Russia and Ukraine to the Immaculate Heart 
of Mary on the Solemnity of the Annunciation, March 25th.  is day we commemorate the 
Blessed Mother’s ‘yes’ to receiving Jesus Christ.  For all of us let this serve as a renewal of 
the consecration of our own Archdiocese to the Immaculate Heart of Mary on OctoberMary 
lead our world leaders to say ‘yes’ to her Son, the Prince of Peace.

An Evening Reflection
Quiet time can be wonderful.  It can be a rare silent even-
ing, with dinner over and dishes cleared away.  No late 
emails to answer, or perhaps nothing interesting to watch 
on TV.  Or it could be a wide-open afternoon, with no 
meetings or errands to run.
Just because it’s quiet doesn’t mean the day has become 
sad, boring, burdensome, or dull.  
Quiet brings peace to the soul.  It’s when nothing is hap-
pening that I feel peace, contentment, and the willingness 
to look inside.  Then it’s quiet enough to hear whatever 
God is telling or prompting me.
The beautiful silence gives me time to sit and think, or just 
do nothing, and appreciate what I have and where I am.  
These are the times when I feel close to the Lord.
We spend Lent praying, fasting, almsgiving, and contem-
plating forgiveness – whether needing our own, or forgiv-
ing others.  Many of the daily reflections I’ve been read-
ing so far focus on forgiveness, and the calmness and se-
renity help me think about whom I need to forgive, as well 
as my own failings.
It may not be easy to experience this often, but it’s won-
derful when we can.  God gives us these moments so we 
can take advantage of them, especially during Lent.  I 
thank God for this peace and quiet, and hope you have 
moments like these too.

Silent Prayer is quite simply the prac-
tice of sitting in silence, quieting ones 

own thoughts and making oneself     
present to God.
