Modifications to Weekend Mass Schedule — We will be holding both the

to the area between the rectory and the Church starting on November 8" for the 11:30 AM Mass only, weath-
er permitting.

Dear St. Brendan Parish Families,

| hope you are in good health during this time as we
find ourselves approaching a holiday season unlike
any other. Halloween, Thanksgiving, and Christmas
will be different, but no less joyous as we celebrate
being one family in our faith in God.

We are delighted to announce that the San
Francisco Department of Public Health has
approved our reopening plan, and we will be
welcoming back our kindergarten, first, and second
grade students on Monday, Nov 2. The city requires
that we wait two weeks before admitting three more
grades, then another two weeks before our junior
high students in grades six-seven-and eight can join
us. That means that by December we will have all
our students back on campus. We are so excited!

We have everything in place to assure that our
students can resume in-person learning in safety:
temperature checks; hand-sanitizing stations; social
distancing of all desks; desk shields for both
students and teachers; striping on the playground to
remind students to stay in their “cohort” areas; and
signs everywhere indicating the recommended six-
foot distancing.

It was quite a job getting all these precautions in
place, but we know how important it is to keep our
students, their families, and our staff as safe as
possible.
